The avalanche hazard will be
Moderate.
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Forecast Weather Influences

Showers throughout the period falling as snow above around 600 metres. Fresh to strong winds, Southerly initially, slowly
veering to become Westerly in the afternoon. The freezing level will vary between 600 and 900 metres.
