Avalanche Problems

Forecast Snow Stability & Avalanche Hazard

The patchy snow will be well bonded and generally
stable in all locations. It will firm up slightly in the cooler
conditions above 1000 metres. The greatest snow
accumulations will be on North to East aspects above
900 metres, with smaller snow patches below this
altitude. The avalanche hazard will be Low.
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Forecast Weather Influences

Another dry day with no precipitation expected. The freezing level will be at or around summit levels overnight rising above
the highest summits during the morning. Overnight, strong South-South-Westerly winds will gradually ease and back to
become moderate Southerlies.

Comments

High pressure remains dominant, giving another dry day. Freezing levels above or just around summits. Some snow patches
will become firmer with consequential runouts.
