Better
stability at lower altitudes and where recently wind
scoured. The avalanche hazard will be Moderate

Dry, cold and clear overnight with light winds. Some snow showers later in the morning on strengthening West-South-
Westerly winds. Freezing level rising steadily to above summits by dusk.
