Another mainly dry day has been forecast with just a trace of snow expected during the late afternoon. Light increasing to
moderate, generally North-Easterly winds. Very cold overnight, with the freezing level rising to around 400 metres during the
afternoon.

Comments

Trail breaking required in less popular locations. Burn crossings are icy in the early mornings.
