Forecast Snow Stability & Avalanche Hazard

The snowpack will remain generally stable in most
locations. However on the steepest slopes, surface wet
snow instabilities will be present especially on slopes
exposed to the sun. There will be small wet snow sluffs
on all steep aspects and cornices will be prone to
collapse. The avalanche hazard will be Low.
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Forecast Weather Influences

High pressure will affect the area maintaining dry settle conditions. Freezing level will be around 3000 metres and winds light,
South-Westerly.
