Avalanche Problems

Forecast Snow Stability & Avalanche Hazard

Less good stability with the onset of heavy rain. A little
surface sluffing of newer snow possible on North and
North West aspects. Rainfall will add weight and
lubrication to older snow deposits on very steep ground
above 750m. Wet, collapse prone cornices and ice will
threaten slopes below..The avalanche hazard will be
Moderate
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Forecast Weather Influences

Sleety snow showers overnight followed by heavy rain during the day. Freezing level rising to well above summits later. Winds
will be moderate to strong South Easterly.

Comments

Large cornices still in place in a few notable locations eg. above Cinderella in the Inner Corrie and on Beinn a Chaorainn.
Rockfall a serious threat in the thaw.
