Below this level stability will be better. Fresh cornices
will be unstable and prone to collapse. The avalanche
hazard will be Considerable.
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Forecast Weather Influences

Strong North-Westerly winds will back South-Westerly and ease. After a generally dry night there will be snow showers
through the day. The freezing level will rise from about 600 metres overnight to 800 metres through the day.
