Other slope aspects will have localised
instabilities and gully exits and steep corrie headwalls
will be affected by cross loading due to the strong winds.
The avalanche hazard will be Moderate.

It will become colder with the freezing level lowering to around 200 metres then rising slightly to 500 metres. Snow showers
tonight will continue through the period accompanied by strong gale force West-South-Westerly winds.
