Forecast Weather Influences

Winds veering South then South-Westerly and becoming storm force by dawn. These strengthening winds will be
accompanied by sleet and snow showers from early morning which is due to increase during the day. The freezing level will
gradually rise to around 850m by first light.

With the gradual rise in temperatures and the effects of the sun
there is a risk of falling ice on any south facing approaches.
