The existing snowpack will consolidate in the colder
conditions. Through the day fresh areas of unstable
windslab will be deposited on North through East to
South-East aspects above 900 metres. Coire rims and
the tops of gullies will be most affected. Fresh cornices
will be prone to collapse. The avalanche hazard will be
Considerable.
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Forecast Weather Influences

Overnight the freezing level will drop to around 800 metres where it will remain throughout the day. Heavy showers will fall
as snow above 700 metres. Strengthening South-Westerly winds will back Westerly.
