Avalanche Problems
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Wind Slab Persistent Weak Layers Cornices

Forecast Snow Stability & Avalanche Hazard

Isolated areas of unstable windslab will persist in wind
sheltered locations, mainly on more inland mountains.
Most affected will be steep sheltered locations, notably
gully exits and corrie rims on South-West to North-West
aspects above 500 metres. Cornices above these
aspects will be fragile and prone to collapse. South and
North aspects will be affected due to cross loading. Much
of the snowpack will remain firm and icy. The avalanche
hazard will be Moderate.
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Forecast Weather Influences

Little change in the forecast with winds remaining Easterly, fresh to strong in strength. Occasional light showers overnight
falling as snow above 350 metres. Freezing level around 100 metres overnight gradually rising during the night and tomorrow
to around 500 metres.

Comments

Very little change in conditions. Most of the snow showers are tracking to the north of the Torridon Hills. Extensive areas of
old hard snowpack above 500 metres.
