Stability will be mostly good except for any
surface instabilities that may develop on steep slopes
later in the day. The threat from cornice collapse will
remain, especially on West to North aspects. The
avalanche hazard will be Low
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Forecast Weather Influences

A mostly dry day is expected but with some sleet and snow at summit levels expected after mid afternoon. Freezing level will
be around summit levels throughout the forecast period. Winds will be moderate to strong South-East backing Easterly.
