900 metres. Other sheltered locations will also be
affected. Exposed old snow will be frozen and stable.
Fresh cornices will form above all Easterly aspects. The
avalanche hazard will be Moderate.
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Forecast Weather Influences

Strong Westerly winds overnight decreasing during Saturday. Snow showers above 400 metres throughout the period.

Comments

Strong winds overnight are expected to ease by morning. Windslab development will continue through out the period.
